Musical Freestyle:
All behaviors must have been taught or re-taught to the dog (preferably using a new cue),

using only positive reward based methods. No rewards on person during evaluation
____ Handler understands and can explain the concept of Musical Freestyle 
(performing to music with the dog as your partner, keeping the cues for behaviors as integrated or hidden as possible.)

____ Handler is willing to attempt unfamiliar “behaviors” like dance steps, creative 
body movement, and maybe even some “butt-shaking.”
____ Dog is under control and attentive and responds well to handler’s body and 
voice cues
____ Handler and dog can perform a forward heeling sequence from the left AND 
the right sides for at least 10 steps.
____ Dog can perform a spin originating from heel (left or right) or front position, 
beginning and ending in the same position.  Little/No luring!
____ Dog and handler can perform a leg-weaving sequence.  Walking leg weaves or 
stationary “Figure-8” can be used.  Little/No luring! If this person can do it, so

____ Handler and dog can perform a backing sequence for a minimum of 4 steps.  
Dog may be in front or heel position, backing must be in a straight line.
____ Handler and dog can perform one new movement. Your only limit is your 
imagination!  Handler is encouraged to capitalize on his/her dog’s talents/strengths 
when developing a new behavior and routine.
____ Dog will perform a jump, either jumping a body part or a prop
____ Handler can choose music that matches the dog’s pace and the routine
____ Dog and handler can perform a sequence of moves, at least 1 minute in 
Length to music, with no breaks in flow and no set-up time.  Each move will flow to the next with no stopping and starting up again.
