Sign Language for Dogs:
All behaviors must have been taught or re-taught to the dog (preferably using a new cue), using only positive reward based methods.
____
Handler understands the relationship of Antecedent, Behavior, Consequence

____
Handler can pair a Sign/Signal with an already known word or behavior using 

the “ABC’s”

____
Handler has taught the dog 6 signs from list (car, walk, outside, quiet, 

ball, cookie, mommy/daddy, bed/sleep, bark, shoes/slippers, finish/ok, 

play, no/stop/all done)
____
Dog shows that he understands the meaning of the signs by either 

performing the behavior or by his response 

____
Dog has learned non-auditory signals for 4 obedience behaviors from this 


list and will respond to them: sit, down, heel, stay, go-to-heel, come, 

stand
____
Handler has taught dog the “I Love You” sign, and dog responds by 

touching, or licking hand or giving the handler a “kiss”
____
Handler can demonstrate all the signs for the badge, whether the dog 

knows all of them yet, or not
____
Handler has taught the dog a visual reward marker “click” so that he can 

still train the dog if the dog were to lose its hearing
____
Handler has taught the dog a visual “stop”, “finished/all done” (cut off)
