Tricks 101:

All behaviors must have been taught or re-taught to the dog (preferably using a new cue), using only positive reward based methods.
No food or rewards on the person and no luring for the check-out


Handler understands safety precautions needed for some tricks

Handler understands the concept of shaping and chaining

Dog demonstrates ability to target to a hand or object

Dog demonstrates one new behavior with physical prompt


Dog demonstrates one new behavior with physical and/or verbal cue


Dog demonstrates two new behaviors with physical prompt


Dog demonstrates two new behaviors (taught with reward based methods), using only a hand signal cue and/or verbal cue


Dog demonstrates a new behavior chain that includes three individual behaviors with physical prompt (the chain must include at least two new behaviors)


Dog demonstrates a new behavior chain that includes three individual behaviors with physical and/or verbal cue (the chain must include at least two new behaviors)


Dog demonstrates a new behavior chain that includes four or more individual behaviors with physical prompt (the chain must include at least three new behaviors)


Dog demonstrates a new behavior chain that includes four or more individual behaviors with physical and/or verbal cue (the chain must include at least three behaviors learned recently for this badge)


Handler and dog present a “Star Skit” with complementary costumes, music, story line, and/or props in front of an audience
