All behaviors must have been taught or re-taught to the dog (preferably using a new cue), using only positive reward based methods.
___ Handler understands the basic rules of Open or Advanced/Excellent level 

Rally Obedience (especially NQ behaviors and major point deductions) of the venue chosen.  
____ Dog can perform the upper level course off leash (even if the venue 

chosen allows an on-leash performance). 
___ Dog will perform the typical exercises of an Open or Advanced/Excellent 
Rally course which can include signs from any single Rally venue 
____ Handler takes proper precautions for their dog when teaching/performing 
jumping exercises and can demonstrate a jump on the course.
___ Dog demonstrates and understanding of heel position and will choose to 
remain in heel position as required by the course while off leash with various direction changes and at least one speed change 
___ Dog can perform a “leave-it” exercise on course*
___ Handler affirms that he/she and the dog have learned and mastered all the 
exercises that are possible for an Open or Advanced/Excellent Rally course in the venue of their choice. 
___ Handler uses only reward based training to train and perform the 

behaviors
*If the venue chosen does not have an exercise that puts food and/or toys on the course for the dog to ignore, the handler can perform that exercise separately from the course using an exercise from another venue, such as the “off-set figure 8” in AKC.
