ALL DOG BAND:
All behaviors must have been taught or re-taught to the dog (preferably using a new cue), using only positive reward based methods. No rewards on person during final behavior evaluation
____
Dog and handler have earned the Art of shaping badge
____
Handler begins shaping a new behavior for instrument playing (such as: nose push on a piano, head shake while holding a “shake instrument”, biting a bike horn, or something else that does not resemble painting or use the dog’s foot)
____
Handler increases the requirement (multiple notes or longer playing for one click)
____
Handler does not reward dog until dog gives multiple notes or longer playing
____
Dog will produce and maintain the instrument playing behavior
____
Handler resists the urge to chant “Play…, play…” to the dog before the dog understands the cue

____
Handler puts the final behavior he/she can predict "on cue" (hand signal or word) by adding the cue just before the behavior occurs
____
Dog will perform in at least two different locations (not including the “all dog band” performance)
____
Dog performs in the “All Dog Band” while other dogs are also playing instruments 
____
Handler is careful with the equipment taking care not to damage it and returns it to where it was found or should be stored
