Activity check-off sheet
Biking:
All behaviors must have been taught or re-taught to the dog (preferably using a new cue), using only positive reward based methods.

Dog is allowed to pull the bike if proper safety measures are followed (well fitting, non-restrictive harness, proper conditioning, safe speed, etc.) Small dogs can ride in a bike basket wearing a harness, where the handler can easily see the dog.  Dog must have a reliable stay and be highly unlikely to jump out.

Dog will walk on a loose leash 

___
Dog will walk on a loose leash beside handler walking a bike 

___
Handler can ride a bike safely without the dog, including turns, 


and handler understands the risks involved with bike riding (helmet, 


bike gloves and pads are recommended but optional.)
___
Dog can demo an instant recall when off leash in the presence 

of distractions in case the dog slips out of the harness and to 


reduce sideways pulling by the dog or having the dog slam on 


the breaks.
___
Dog will perform 2 correct pass-by’s demonstrating a “leave 

it” with tempting food or a toy (whichever the dog wants more) 


while attached to the bike – no tension on the attachment 

while passing by the item.  Dog needs to see the item and be 


going slow enough and close enough to allow the dog to think he 


can get it yet choose to leave it.
___
Dog will not chase or bark at wildlife, other animals, passing 

vehicles, passing people, etc. 

___
Dog does not have to heel, but must walk or trot next to the bike without endangering the handler- no sudden direction or speed changes by the dog
___
Handler demonstrates responsible dog parenting on the bike 

trail by cleaning up after the dog and disposing of it properly. 


Handler always disconnects the dog from the bike if both 


hands and body need to come off the bike.
___
Handler must be able to identify and locate poison ivy and/or other dangerous plants

___
Handler and dog have completed a minimum of 12 miles of biking, at least 1 mile at a time, practicing safety and with the dog under control
