Geocaching level II:

All behaviors must have been taught or re-taught to the dog (preferably using a new cue), using only positive reward based methods.
_____ Handler and dog have gotten the Geocaching 1 badge and has the knowledge and skills required for that badge.
_____ Handler and dog have used a GPS to find a total of 20 geocaches in at least 5 different locations/parks separated by driving distance. Caches found for level one included.
_____ Handler has included photos of the 15 new caches he/she has found, along with the names and locations of the caches. Multipart caches count as ONE cache.

_____ Handler has placed a total of 5 geocaches and has submitted the waypoints to the geocaching website for listing or put the clues in the computer at the camp lodge.  Copies of the 4 new listings will also be enclosed for verification.

_____ One of the geocache placements is a specialty cache, one dealing with a particular theme or event. A recommended theme is responsible pet parenting. Handler will provide details of and the listing for this cache.

_____ Handler has found two travel bugs and provided pictures for verification 
_____ If the placed caches are moved or missing, handler will update or remove the clues from posted locations.
