Pup Scout (honorary title):
All behaviors must have been taught or re-taught to the dog (preferably using a new cue), using only positive reward based methods.
Puppies 6 months old or younger will get the honorary title of “Pup Scout” if they can:

____ Wear a bandanna

____ Sit on cue
____ Down on cue
____ Hold still for grooming, and allow feet to be examined

____ Be passed around to several people to be held
____ Accept another (safe, friendly) puppy or adult dog (play or interaction)

____ Not come unglued with the handler out of sight for 1 minute

____ Restrained recall (someone holds pup while handler calls)
____ Demonstrates an understanding of the reward/memory marker
____ Knows one additional trick or behavior of handler’s choice

A pup scout can earn the “Puppy Paddler” badge.

Pup must be re-tested and pass the official Dog Scout Test to be eligible for further badges
