Criteria for Badges 

Guidelines for Scout Evaluators
Fundraising (baskets) Badge
This badge shows that the handler has taught his or her dog to “panhandle” using positive reinforcement.  
Dog Requirements:  Dog will hold a basket, even when money is put in, or the basket is bumped.  Dog will walk and carry the basket while heeling, sitting, and coming, etc.  Dog will pick up (take) the basket and give the basket on cue.
Owner Requirements:  Handler understands the concept of operant conditioning and shaping.  Handler has taught the dog to always go for the “handle” of the basket, as the best way of picking it up.

Equipment Needed:  Baskets with wood, wicker, wire and plastic handles; And handles that are fixed,/rigid, swinging, thick and skinny. Money (bills and change)
Other:

· Dog should be comfortable with all the baskets and be able to perform the behaviors in the “Handle” section with each basket.  While a willingness to lift and hold each type should be demonstrated, the rest of the test can be done with one type. The goal is to show that it doesn’t matter what the handle or basket is made of, the dog will be able to use it for panhandling.

· Baskets can have a combination of material and handle type (wood basket with swinging handle, wicker basket with fixed handle, wire basket with skinny handle, etc.)

· Padding may be added to the handle of the basket the dog will use for the majority of the test. This can be tape or foam or whatever helps the dog be comfortable with “his” basket.

· 5 seconds is not a “5 count”, it is 5 standard seconds as measured by most time pieces

· Sit and stand stay should not involve the dog moving his feet

· Carrying the basket at heel needs to show that the dog understands the heel cue (as for the Dog Scout test) and will maintain heel position while carrying a basket.  “heel position” on the handlers right is allowed.

· “Hold Handle” implies that a basket is attached to said handle

· Lightly weighted and heavy are relative to the size of the dog.  A large dog should be able to handle a few rolls worth of coins, whereas that would be a lot to ask of a toy breed dog.

Dropping the basket without being given a cue to do so
