Criteria for Badges 

Guidelines for Scout Evaluators
Fundraising 101 (Put and Take) Badge
This badge shows that the handler has taught his or her dog to “panhandle” using positive reinforcement.  
Dog Requirements:  Dog is comfortable holding, taking and delivering actual paper currency. Dog will put currency in various containers on cue
Owner Requirements:  Handler understands the concept of operant conditioning and shaping.  Handler has taught the dog take the item gently, without danger of hurting someone or getting a child’s fingers. 
Equipment Needed:  Money (bills and change), paper folded to resemble a brochure (bi-fold or tri-fold), some sort of “trinket”
Other:

· Minimal help from the handler should be needed. 

· The target (chair, bucket, cup, etc.) should remain stationary and not be brought to the dog or moved to aid the dog during the behavior.

· Dog should only need a minimal repetition of cues. A few repeats of a cue are ok and any combo of verbal and visual cues may be used.

· Handler should not need to touch the dog while the dog is performing the behaviors. Dog can do the badge test on or off leash (handler’s choice)
· While we wouldn’t normally ask our dogs to take coins, the dropping of a coin into a small container is used to show that the dog would not eat a coin if it was offered (as someone from the public may do) and that the dog has a high level of dexterity and firm understanding of the “object into container” behavior.  The coin should be actual currency and be made of metal (as may be offered by the public to a panhandling dog). It’s ok if it takes a few tries for the dog to get the coin into the container (within reason) and the coin can be either handed to the dog or picked up off the floor (a carpeted surface works best for this).  

· Dog should take the item gently so there is no risk of an accidental injury to the fingers of a child/adult no matter how the item is presented to the dog.

· For the presentation of an item to another person, that person should hold out their hand, but not otherwise cue the dog (they can say the dog’s name).  Handler should give the item to the dog, and then direct the dog away from them to go to the other person that is a few feet away. Dog should have to do some walking with the item, not just turn his head. Person should take the item the way a member of the general public would likely do it. Person does not need to be a stranger.
Allowable: 

Reasonable and normal sized containers 
Trinket can be any small item that might be used as a “give away” at fairs and booths
