Dog Scouts of America

Evaluation criteria
Agility II:

This badge is designed to demonstrate that the dog is ready to perform in an agility competition.  All obstacles should be set to full competition height. Equipment used should be suitable for an Agility competition in at least one venue (DSA, AKC, CPE, UKC, etc.)

Obstacles:
Dog/handler can earn this badge without having earned the previous levels of the agility badges.  Performing this badge as required also qualifies the dog for each of the lower agility level badges as long as all the equipment and requirements for those badges are included in the testing for this badge. If only performing this level, please be sure to review the check off sheets for each of the lower levels to be sure all equipment and criteria are met. 
Weave Poles:
Only 6 poles are required for the badge, but more than 6 can be in the test course if the handler is ok with that.  The dog may restart the poles one time while on course.  The weave poles do need to be performed correctly on the first or second try during the run of the course.   

"Here" and “Get Out” Cues:
Somewhere in the course should be a navigation challenge best handled with a recall or go out cue from the handler.  If both can be included in the course, that is great.  If not, which ever was not shown will need to be demonstrated on a mini course before or after the badge test run.  The dog should clearly show they are responding to the handler’s cue.  An obstacle discrimination challenge can be included in this part of the testing, in which the dog needs to be called or sent away from the obstacle in their path to take a different obstacle.
Changing Sides:
If the side changes are not all included in the course, the dog/handler will need to do a mini course (or two or three) to demonstrate the other side changes during the running of a course.
