Criteria for Badges 

Guidelines for Scoutmasters
Musical Canine Freestyle Badge
This badge shows that the handler has taught his or her dog to perform some novel moves incorporated into a “dance” routine, set to music lasting about 2 minutes.
Dog Requirements:  The dog can do some basic moves, including a spin, weave, jump, and backup.
Owner Requirements:  Handler understands the concept of operant conditioning and shaping.  Handler incorporates the new moves and any the dog already knows (like heel, stay, come, sit up, jump, right-side heeling, etc.) into a choreographed dance routine that will be performed to music.  
Equipment Needed:  A portable “jam-box” to play a CD or cassette tape with the music for the routine, and a smooth, indoor or outdoor area in which to perform.

Allowable: 

Costumes and props (props are not always allowed in licensed competitions).
Incorporating two dogs into one routine, if done artfully.

Portions of routine can be with a short leash or tag line attached to dog.
Not Allowable:

Using a food lure during the performance.  



Heeling with music is not acceptable (that’s a whole different area of expertise)
