Criteria for approving hospice visits in nursing homes

I think it depends on the nature of the program and their visits. 
I guess my question to the person asking would be - how is what you and your dog are doing with these patients different than any nursing home visit? 
I know dealing with people who are near death can be particularly challenging, but really there are always a few of these folks in any nursing home.
I guess it would depend on what the program entailed - and if it was something more than what the dog and person would do on a regular nursing home visit.

I think I would approve it on a case by case basis if they are part of a particular hospice program (that just happens to house the patients in a nursing home environment) where they develop an ongoing relationship with the dying person, offer some sort of specialized support, engage in longer visits with one individual (versus the usual making the rounds of all the nursing home residents), and/or if the person and dog have to fulfill more stringent requirements to visit those patients than visiting the rest of the nursing home residents, etc.
