First Aid for Dogs

All behaviors must have been taught or re-taught to the dog (preferably using a new cue), using only positive reward based methods.
___
Handler will explain how to observe an injured dog and what to look for to keep the dog and handler safe

___     Handler will demonstrate how to approach and transport an injured dog.

___
Handler will demonstrate muzzling their dog using a standard muzzle and an emergency muzzle.
___
Dog will tolerate having a muzzle applied.

___
Dog will walk and sit wearing a muzzle.

___
Dog will accept having its head, muzzle, and ears handled by the handler.

___
Handler can tell the evaluator their dog’s actual heart rate, respirations, and temperature.  This demonstrates the handler’s ability to get that information and the dog’s willingness to accept the collection of that data.

___
Dog will accept the handler measuring their heart rate, respirations & temp.

___
Handler will demonstrate checking mucus membrane color and capillary refill time.

___
Dog will tolerate having its mucus membrane and capillary refill time checked.

___
Handler will demonstrate how to transport an injured dog, using at least two methods.

___
Dog will accept being transported, ie. In a box, cradled in hands or arms, on a blanket or stretcher.

___
Dog will accept being restrained ie. Headlock, pinned on side and/or scruff 
___
Handler will demonstrate how to apply a bandage to their dog.

___
Dog will accept having an extremity bandaged.

___
Handler will explain how to determine if the dog requires CPR.
