Activity check-off sheet

Rally Freestyle Elements (Rally FrEe) Intermediate:

All behaviors must have been taught or re-taught to the dog (preferably using a new cue), using only positive reward based methods.
___ Dog has earned the Rally FrEe Novice badge 

___ Handler understands the basic rules of Rally Freestyle Elements (referred to as Rally-FrEe) as it pertains to the Intermediate level based on the information available at the Rally-FrEe website (www.rallyfree.com).  Handler understands the basics of what is needed to achieve a qualifying score and what behavior is considered to disqualify a dog and handler team. 

___ Dog and Handler are able to properly negotiate at least one Intermediate level Rally-FreE course with willingness and responsiveness from the dog, earning a qualifying score.

___ Team can perform all the Intermediate level signs (below) to earn at least a score of 4 on each.

___ Handler understands how to showcase their dog’s intermediate level talents for the free choice signs and be creative.  (signs 3, 11, 12, 13, 33)

___ Dog and Handler are able to properly negotiate an Intermediate level Rally-FrEe course (off leash) with willingness and responsiveness from the dog.

___ Dog demonstrates an understanding of maintaining the proper position (both on the left and right) and will choose to remain in heel position as required by the course while off leash with various direction changes.

___ Dog is able to move into the behind position from both sides of the handler.  The dog can follow the handler in the behind position. (signs 33, 48)

___ Dog can perform a clockwise and counterclockwise spin as the handler turns, ending in the center position.  (sign 36, 37)

___ Dog and handler can spin side by side, simultaneously (signs 38, 39)

___ Dog and handler team can pivot 360* left and right, with the dog on either side of the handler and in center position. (signs 40, 41, 42, 43, 44, 45)

___ Dog and handler can move laterally to each side in unison as the dog maintains proper position. (signs 46, 47)

___ Handler can walk backwards while the dog does modified fig 8.  (sign 49)

___ Dog and handler can properly execute an alternating front cross (sign 50)

___ Dog and handler can back up in unison at least 4 steps, maintaining position on either side of the handler. Dog can back up at least 4 steps in center position while handler walks forward. (signs 51, 52, 53)

___ Dog will move in a backward circle (rear first) clockwise and counter clockwise around the handler. (sign 54)

___ For dog and handler teams who have physical limitations that prevent performance of certain moves, they may choose to not perform certain signs with ALT EXEMPT at the end of the sign description. (Intermediate Alt Exempt signs include 33, 45, 54)
