Guidelines for Scout Evaluators
Carting Badge

This badge shows that the dog will allow himself to be harnessed and hitched to the cart, stand steady while cart is loaded, pull a cart through a narrows, turn right and left, and back the cart up.  Owner understands how to harness and hook up the dog and work the cart.
Dog Requirements:  Dog must back cart up 5 feet.  Dog must go through narrows with no more than 12” on each side of the cart, without cart touching sides or having you touch dog.  Dog must do forward, halt, right and left turns pulling cart.  Dog must stay while you put a load into the cart (weight isn’t important—just loading something in is).
Owner Requirements:  Owner must know how to harness the dog and hitch to cart, and must understand basic safety practices.  
Equipment Needed:  Fencing, cones, or other obstacles for creating a “narrows”; Flat, open space for observing right and left turns, backing, hitching, loading, etc;  Something to load into the cart.  Unless the activity is offered at a camp or other venue, where there is equipment to be borrowed, the pet parent is expected to provide his or her own (safe) cart and appropriate carting harness.

Allowable: 


Cart may be two-wheeled or four-wheeled.  Two wheeled is easier to back up and turn.  
Cart does not have to have a box or a seat—just wheels and shafts.

Owner can lead dog through course in heel position.

Dog can perform badge requirements on a loose leash or off leash.
If conditions are difficult, backing the cart 3 feet will suffice.
Not Allowable:



Anything that would be harmful to the dog’s well being.


Handler can not physically guide the dog or the cart.
