Treibball Level 2:

All behaviors must have been taught or re-taught to the dog (preferably using a new cue), using only positive reward based methods.

 
____ Handler understands Treibball rules and how Treibball is played

____ Handler uses a DSA approved method to teach their dog to retrieve Treibball balls

____ Dog can be directed from the handler’s side (at the goal) to the far side of the balls 

and cued to wait (stop motion and remain in a stationary position for at least 5 seconds until cued to begin the retrieve or cued to move to a different ball)

____ Handler can direct the dog to move to a particular ball, showing that the dog will 

move to a ball that is to his/her:

___ Left 

___ Right

___ Farther away from handler

___ Closer to the handler  

Handler may use verbal, hand or whistle signals to move the dog.  For each move, the dog should stop behind a designated ball.

____ Dog can drive 8 balls (set in standard triangle formation) in pre-designated order, 

from the standard distance (100-165’), with minimal side routes, not putting feet or teeth on the ball and showing a clear understanding of how to move the ball from the starting point to the handler in the most direct route within 15 minutes. Handler stays within arm’s length of the goal. Order of retrieval of the first 3 balls must be stated (usually by the Evaluator) before the dog is sent for the first ball. After retrieving the first three in a designated order, the remainder of the balls may be retrieved in any order.

____ Dog will lie down and wait near the balls after bringing them all to the handler (at 

the end of the exercise).
