Members who make exceptional contributions to the organization may be nominated for any of the following awards. Each award recipient will achieve a handsome certificate and public recognition on our website and in our newsletter. Some awards provide additional benefits.  Awards are made on an annual basis except where noted. In the event that there are no nominations for the current year, no award will be made.  Nominations are currently made by the Advisory Board, the Board of Directors, and President and are voted on by the Board of Directors.

The following is a list of currently available awards:
Good Scout Award
A trend-setting, trailblazing member who demonstrates leadership by doing things that:

· Impact the global community
· That help all of the other scout troops
· That the other Scout Troops could emulate to be successful

Above and Beyond Award
A person who goes beyond what is expected of a regular member or staff member, and gives of his/her time, resources, expertise etc. to promote or help DSA.
Excellence in Writing award
Online or in print, writing that benefits DSA as a whole and/or all of its members 

Founder's Award
This award is presented to members who have demonstrated dedication to, and promotion of, the DSA mission and by giving freely of their time, effort, labor, materials, information, and/or innovative ideas for an extended period of years (10+ years). This includes lifetime membership, free camp for life (subject to availability) and 1 merit badge per camp per dog as long as they continue to obey the dog scout laws and conduct themselves as a good example of the Dog Scout Way, as they always have in the past. This award is not provided on an annual basis but as the opportunity arises to recognize this special individual.
