Teaching your dog “Directional Control and Distance Work” for Treibball
At first, you’ll click/reward each correct move to sit on the target you designate.  Then start getting 2 correct moves before you click/reward. Then mix it up- sometimes 3, sometimes 1, sometimes 2 moves.  Gradually work up to more and more moves before a reward.

With the “sit targets” lined up in a row, the handler can:

Stand at #1 on the diagram below to practice sending the dog to the right (from one target 

to the next, or by having the dog skip some targets) 

Stand at #2 to practice sending the dog to the left. 

Stand at #3 to practice sending the dog back (away from the handler) and to call the dog 

forward to a target 
Stand at #4 to practice moving the dog both left and right. 

** Difficulty can be increased by moving the targets farther apart or by the handler standing farther from the targets. Decrease difficulty by moving closer.

This is another pattern to set-up to practice left, right, go back and come forward. Handler stands at “1” and can direct the dog to the various targets.  Distance between targets, number of targets and handler’s distance from the targets can all be changed to increase or decrease the difficulty.  The handler should be able to be 165’ from the targets and direct the dog before trying this with balls (other objects like overturned laundry baskets can be used in front of each target where the balls would be).  If the dog learns to go to the proper position and wait, it makes the retrieve of the correct ball MUCH easier. Be sure the target is placed so that the dog is in the correct position on the opposite side of the object (straight line between dog and handler through the middle of the object).
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
