Directional Control Level I
Bases 1, 2, 3 and H (Handler) are set 35’ from each other, with P set in the middle of the other stations.


Handler needs to be able to send the dog to each base in one of the following patterns:

H        1        P         2        P        3        To Handler
Or

H        P        1         P        2        P        3       To Handler
Or

H        3         P         2        P        1        To Handler
Base 2 needs to be accessed from P at least once during the test pattern
Dog needs to get on the base and stay there, but can be in any position (sit, down, stand.)
During a recall the dog needs to respond, as rapidly as safely possible, to a down cue that does not involve the handler bending at the waist with the dog at least 5’ from the handler, but not on a target base. 
Directional Control II
Bases 1, 2, 3 and H are set 75’ from each other, with P set in the middle of the other stations.


Handler needs to be able to send the dog to each base in one of the following patterns:

H        1        P         2        P        3       To Handler
Or

H        P        1         P        2        P        3       To Handler
Or

H        3         P         2        P        1        To Handler
Base 2 needs to be accessed from P at least once during the test pattern

Dog knows a “hup” or “get up” onto a target (chair, table, platform, etc.)

Dog demonstrates an understanding of the “sit”, “down”, “stay/stop”, and “come” cues

Handler and dog can heel (or walk together with dog under control) for about 10’ away from a target base 

Dog can respond to a recall cue, go out cue and sit or down cue while performing the targeting exercise.  Dog can 
       also do a drop (down) on recall between the targets and the handler’s position. 

Practice Pattern (not part of the test):
With the bases lined up in a row, the handler can stand at 1 on the diagram below to practice sending the dog to the right. Stand at 2 to practice sending the dog to the left. Stand at 3 to practice sending the dog back, away from the handler. Difficulty can be increased by moving the bases farther apart or by the handler standing farther from the bases.

To prepare for teaching the dog an emergency down, first get a really reliable “down” response, then practice having the dog respond to a down cue regardless of the handler’s position (sitting, back turned, no movement, etc.) then add distance slowly.
